e Your teachers have had to think creatively about how they present and assess work for students remotely; they have developed lots of new
skills.

e The remote learning process has encouraged independence and self-reliance; many students and staff have been shown that they are more

resilient than they thought.

The next few weeks will, once again, give you an opportunity to display that resilience; you will be able show that you are independent and proactive.
It is important that you maintain a positive mindset to direct your own learning and keep motivated.
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But remember, you don’t have to do this on your own; each of your lessons will have some interactive element. Your teachers will be available to
support you by delivering live lesson through MS Teams, through pre-recorded lessons, with powerpoints that have audio instructions or through
lessons which feature a blend of these different media.

Please follow the timetable for your year group, which is shown below — there are two versions depending on whether you are in the J or K band in
school. Each day will start with a registration period at 8:30 am with your form tutor on MS Teams; this will help you to keep to a routine, give your
day a clear structure and allow you to continue learning.

You will notice that there are four subject lessons each day; the independent learning slot will allow you to catch up with any work, complete
homework and extension tasks or carry out some additional independent learning.

As always, all instructions for lessons will be communicated through Show My Homework. You must check this each day, so that you are able to keep
on track. Check your emails regularly as we will use this as a regular form of contact.

Make sure you are adding completed work to exercise books and folders and keep this in an organised safe place; when you do return to school, we
will need to build on the work that you have done independently. Your teachers will ask you to email work to them, upload it on SMH or submit it via
MS Teams so that they can mark it and provide you with some feedback.

Although you do not have a timetabled Core PE lesson, you will need to do some form of exercise each day; this will help to keep your mind and body
active (the PE department will be suggesting some ideas).
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When you are in school, we encourage you to read; make this as part of your daily routine as well. There are links to lots of books, journals and
