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But remember, you don’t have to do this on your own; each of your lessons will have some interactive element. Your teachers will be available to 

support you by delivering live lesson through MS Teams, through pre-recorded lessons, with powerpoints that have audio instructions or through 

lessons which feature a blend of these different media.  

Please follow the timetable for your year group, which is shown below – there are two versions depending on whether you do both languages or a 

single language. Each day will start with a registration period at 8:30 am with your form tutor on MS Teams; this will help you to keep to a routine, 

give your day a clear structure and allow you to continue learning.
