Internal control, no matter how well designed and operated, can provide only reasonable, and not absolute assurance regarding the achievement of 
the guidelines in the Academy Trust Handbook (ATH) 2024.  The likelihood of achievement is affected by limitations inherent in all internal control 
systems.  These include the possibility of poor judgement in decision-making, human error, control processes being deliberately circumnavigated by 
employees, management overriding controls and the occurrence of unforeseeable circumstances.  Redrambler Limited aims to provide proactive 
advice, identify good practice and highlight any systems weaknesses for management consideration in a format that is clear and easy to understand.  
We have planned our work, which can be conducted remotely, to give a reasonable expectation of detecting significant control weaknesses.  However, 
internal audit procedures alone, even when carried out with due professional care, cannot ensure fraud will be detected.
