UK-TEFL offers a Level 2 Certified Learning_Course in TEFL
(Teaching English as a Foreign Language) for 16-18 year-olds.
Fully online, the course gives you 180 days to complete the self-
paced 120-hour programme. You'll study using lots of
interactive learning elements including: presenter-led videos,
narrator-led videos, matching and sorting activities, galleries,
flipbooks, tasks, and concept checking quizzes. All students
receive dedicated support from UK-TEFL's advisors with
finding work. This online TEFL course is ideal for 16-18-year
olds looking to:

e Travel the world after school teaching English

e Earn while gaining valuable life experience

e Boost their university applications or CVs
