History
Dear enthusiastic year 6 historians, 
Try to visit a historical site over the summer holidays and carry out some research on it. You could visit a local site like Quarry Bank Mill, Dunham Massey, Tatton Hall, Beeston Castle, Ordsall Hall, Bramhall Hall etc. Alternatively, you could visit a site whilst on holiday in England or abroad. If you don’t manage to visit a suitable historical site you could, perhaps, use the internet to research a local site. If you do write up your findings try to keep your research to one side of writing. 
Try to find out answers to some of the following questions. 
Try to find out about:
a) The reasons for the location of the site within its surroundings
b) When and why people first created the site
c) The ways in which the site has changed over time
d) How the site has been used throughout its history
e) Significant times in the site’s past: peak activity, major developments, turning points
f) The significance of specific features in the physical remains at the site
g) The importance of the whole site either locally or nationally during the times it was in use
Even more difficult questions…
h) The typicality of the site based on a comparison with other similar sites
i) What the site reveals about everyday life, attitudes and values in particular periods of history
j) The challenges and benefits of studying historical sites
k) How useful the site is as evidence of the period in which it was built and used.
